THE MS4 MUNICIPAL COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION AND 
ANNUAL REPORT FORM FOR THE PERIOD ENDING MARCH 9, 
2018. 

 
 
 WHEREAS, small municipal stormwater sewer systems (MS4s) that are located within 
the boundaries of a Census Bureau defined "urbanized area" are regulated under EPA's Phase II 
Stormwater Rule; and 
 
 WHEREAS, this requires MS4s to develop a stormwater management program that will 
reduce the amount of pollutants carried by stormwater during storm events to waterbodies to the 
"maximum extent practicable"; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the goal of the program is to improve water quality and recreational use of 
waterways; and 
 
 WHEREAS, in order to comply with the requirements of the General Permit for 
Stormwater Discharges from Municipal Separate Storm Sewer Systems, submission of the MS4 
Municipal Compliance Certification and Annual Report Form is required; now, therefore, be it 

  
 RESOLVED, that the City Manager is hereby authorized to approve the MS4 Municipal 
Compliance Certification and Annual Report Form for the period ending March 9, 2018.
